WAYS TO PAY FOR COLLEGE

Non-Federal Types of Financial Aid
American Indian Tuition Waiver

This waiver eliminates tuition costs charged to a qualifying undergraduate student. However, it does not
waive any other charges (i.e. fees). A complete FAFSA with an Expected Family Contribution (EFC) that
is less than the student’s overall Cost of Attendance is required. Students who have already submitted

documentation and received the waiver do not need to reapply.
