The annual powwow at Montana State University Billings provides an opportunity to showcase and
honor American Indian culture on campus for the regional community. The theme of the 46"
Annual MSUB powwow was “Celebrating Native Women: Continuing the Tradition of Excellence”.
The production plan for the powwow includes opportunities for student leadership and community
service through detailed methods of honoring elders in their reserved seating area to managing
fundraising activities that support the Intertribal Indian Club. Several college courses include the
powwow as an activity tied to the curriculum and one to two internships are offered through
Native American Studies annually. In addition to the normal powwow schedule of events, the 2014
agenda included a kite exhibit suspended from the rafters of the gym, the inaugural Bertha Bear
Claw dance (a distinguished American Indian alumnus), a baby changing station, drummers roll call
competition, and nearly 30 flags representing Montana’s tribal nations, military, and the nations of
our international student population in each grand entry. The powwow serves nearly 3000 people
for a total of 22 hours in the Alterowitz gym on a budget of $24,000 dollars.

The Issksiniip Project is a partnership between Montana State University Billings and
the Blackfeet Community College funded by the United States Department of Health
and Human Services to aid low-income individuals with the opportunity to obtain
education and training for occupations in healthcare fields. The Issksiniip Project
provided scholarships of $5,370.00 for ten students during the reporting period, plus
$400.00 each for job placement expenses. Since July 1, 2013, four students
graduated from MSUB in a health career field of study. The Issksiniip Project funds
the Support Specialist Coordinator, Karen Snell, in the American Indian Qutreach
office at MSUB. Mrs. Snell assists Issksiniip participants, staff, and faculty at City
College and the main campus at MSUB. She advocates for students, contributes to
increased opportunities in cultural diversity at MSUB, and she is the liaison for staff
and administrators at Blackfeet Community College for the purpose of implementing
the project goals and activities. The Issksiniip Project ends on September 15, 2015.
