Last Week

The Yellowjackets traveled to Texas for three games. Two of those
games were against Texas A&M—International and Texas—
Permian Basin.

In the game against A&M—International, the Dustdevils got on the
scoreboard in the 14" minute on a pass from Karl McGettrick that
found Ryan Harrison in position for the shot. Just four and a half
minutes later McGettrick found the net himself on a loose ball that
hooked into the right side of the net past Jackets’ keeper Sander
Tollefson (Missoula, MT). The Dustdevils would score a third goal
before the half would conclude.

Texas A&M — International struck at the 61:06 mark of the second
half, scoring their fourth goal of the game. The Jackets wouldn’t be
denied as freshman Sam Charles (Chiswell, England) scored on a
penalty-kick with under 17 minutes to play. Charles is now 2-for-2
on penalty kicks this season.

As a team the Jackets were out-shot 11-3 with Charles, Chris Cor-
nish (Surrey, England), and Jarred Weisen (Great Falls, MT) each
posting shots on goal. Tollefson recorded four saves with back-up
keeper Erik Andrews (Kalispell, MT) playing the final 9:36 of the
game.

In Sunday’s game against Permian Basin the Jackets were looking
for a win against the provisional Heartland Conference member but
lost a close game falling 1-0 to the Falcons.

Both the Jackets and the Falcons posted seven shots on goal a
piece with the Falcons’ Josh Steward making the only goal of the
game on an assist by Carlos Guillen. The lone goal came at the
20:26 mark of the first half.

“The first half we came out flat and didn’t perform well,” said head
coach Dan McNally. “We made some changes in the second and
played well overall. Our confidence has been hurt a little bit over
our last four performances so we need to figure out what we are
doing wrong and in the game against College of the Southwest we
need to come out and take our scoring chances.”

The Yellowjackets were out-shot 21-15 with six different Jackets
recording shots-on-goal. Keeper Sander Tollefson (Missoula, MT)
made six saves in the game while the Falcons’ keeper Gage Peter-
son made seven.
