Lincoln University — The Blue Tigers enter with week winless at 0-13.
They will host two games in Jefferson City, MO, this week starting with
Wednesday’s game against Oklahoma Panhandle State. The first place
Yellowjackets will come to town on Saturday for a 1:30 p.m. CST game
at Jason Gymnasium.

Lincoln is 0-10 in non-conference games and 0-3 in the Heartland
Conference. The Blue Tigers have lost to Western New Mexico, St.
Mary’s, and Incarnate Word. Those three teams account for the Lady
Jackets’ last three wins.

Despite averaging just 50.5 ppg as a team, three Blue Tigers average in
double figures. However, leading scoring Sylvia Guldalian (12.0 ppg)
hasn’t played since the sixth game of the season. Tiffanie Wolfe missed
the first five games of the year but has averaged 11.6 ppg since. Tasha
Morgan adds 10.2 ppg. Both Wolfe and Morgan lead the team in
rebounding at about six rebounds a game.

Last Week’s Highlights:

Since the beginning of December, the Lady Yellowjackets have used a
workman-like approach to win 10-straight games. The old sports cliché
“one game at a time” has applied throughout, and MSU-Billings is one
win from tying the school record for consecutive victories—something
most of the players on the team probably don’t even know.

If the Yellowjackets should win on Saturday at Lincoln, they will tie the
1990-1991 squad with 11 consecutive victories. The 05-06 Lady
Jackets already have the second-longest winning streak in school history
at 10 games.

That winning streak was extended with three important road wins last
week in San Antonio. All three wins were against Heartland Conference
teams, and two of the victories counted in the conference standings.
With four-straight conference wins, MSU-Billings climbed into first
place in the Heartland Conference at 4-1

Last Week’s Highlights Continued:

The three-game trip started with a 75-62 win at Incarnate Word on
Wednesday. Jenny Langford scored a career-high 24 points, making
four 3-pointers and hitting all six of her free throws in the final
minutes. She now leads the Heartland in both 3-point percentage and
3-pointers made per game. The Yellowjackets’ last loss on November
28 was the last of three games that Langford missed because of a
family illness. Since her return the Jackets haven’t lost. Michelle
Lieber and Alira Carpenter also scored in double figures and MSUB
shot 90 percent from the free throw line.

The Yellowjackets knocked off Incarnate Word again on Thursday,
61-53, in a non-conference game. In a balanced effort, four players
scored in double figures. Lieber and Tanya Petersen each posted
double-doubles—L.ieber with 16 points and 11 rebounds and Petersen
with 10 points and 11 rebounds. Lisa Jellum was 10-0f-10 from the
free throw line in the game, making eight in a row in the final 53
seconds as the Cardinals fouled to stop the clock.

In Saturday’s match-up with first place St. Mary’s, Petersen battled a
migraine and lit up the Rattlers with three straight 3-pointers in the
first five minutes of the game. She finished the night with 17 points
and four assists. Lieber recorded her fourth-straight double-double
with 22 points and 13 rebounds and on Monday earned her second-
straight Heartland player of the week honor. Of Lieber’s 37 rebounds
in the three games, 19 came on the offensive end.

On Saturday the Yellowjackets again shot 90 percent from the free
throw line, an area that plagued them during their four-game losing
streak at the beginning of the season. In the three-games in San
Antonio, MSU-Billings shot 90.7 percent from the charity stripe.
Lieber was 12-of-15 from the line for the week, and Jellum was a
perfect 18-0f-18. Jellum’s performance was enough to move her to
the top of the Heartland Conference for free throw percentage.

2005-2006 Lady Yellowjacket Coaches

Kevin Woodin (2" year): Woodin led the Yellowjackets to a 21-7 record and an
NCAA Tournament berth in his first season. He was named the NCAA Division 1l
Independent Coach of the Year. Woodin took over at MSU-Billings after a very
successful career as the head coach at Billings West High School. He guided the
Lady Bears to back-to-back State AA Championships in his final two seasons,
including an unbeaten record in 2003-2004. In ten seasons at West High, Woodin
was a combined 138-81 for a .610 winning percentage. He was a two-time Montana
Coach of the Year. The Libby, Mont., native holds degrees from Carroll College

and Seattle Pacific University.

Kami Malnaa (2" year): Malnaa is in her second year with the Yellowjackets after spending two years
as the head coach for Yellowstone Valley Christian Home School. The 2002 MSU-Billings graduate
starred for the Lady Yellowjackets for four seasons and is currently ranked 19" in school history for
career points scored. She also ranks second all-time with 171 made 3-pointers and helped the Jackets to
three NCAA Tournament appearances.

Darryl Helmer (2" year): Helmer has been a longtime teacher and coach at Billings Skyview High
School. He compiled a 108-96 record from 1990 to 1998 as the Falcon’s head girls’ basketball coach.
Helmer guided the Falcons to a runner up finish at the 1996 State AA Tournament and was a two-time
Coach of the Year finalist. At Skyview, Helmer produced several college players including former
Yellowjacket standouts Shiloh Schwab and Betsy Morrison.
