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1. “The Buddha, the Bible, and the Beasts” 
2. “The Bible and the Beasts”
3. “Indian Religions and Animal Advocacy” 
Each of these three talks highlights key animal-friend teachings in a different combination of religious traditions, exposing a strong imperative for critical changes in how we treat other species.  The first explores Buddhism and Christianity (including the Old Testament, so also relevant to Judaism), the second covers Judaism and Christianity (focusing on Genesis and core Christian morality), and the third covers the Vedic/Hindu, Buddhist, and Jain religious traditions.

4. “Sister Species”
Patriarchy is built on hierarchies of power rooted in false dualisms in which an elite group of individuals benefits at the expense of others.  Patriarchal hierarchies place most women and nonhuman animals below most men, and as underlings they are exploited for male purposes.  Sister Species highlights similarities between the exploitation of female humans and the exploitation of female nonhumans, clarifying why feminists ought to be vegans, and why vegans ought to be feminists. 

5. “Eating Earth”
What we choose to eat either has a greater or lesser impact on the environment.  Focusing on climate change, disappearing rainforests, water pollution, protecting habitat, soil erosion, and protecting public lands, “Eating Earth” exposes the link between a diet rooted in animal products, and serious environmental problems.

6. “Why Vegan?”
There are many important reasons to rethink the standard Western diet.  “Why Vegan?” explains key reasons to rethink diet:  animal suffering, the environment, world hunger, health, spirituality, feminism, and concern for poor and minority laborers.  

7. “Native Americans and the Vegan Imperative”
Myths carry values and moral imperatives across generations.  “Native Americans and the Vegan Imperative” explores Native American myths, uncovering key spiritual and philosophical teachings that speak against contemporary hunting and fishing.  In the process, this talk explores other indigenous cultures from around the world, each of which shares a similar outlook toward nature and nonhuman animals—an outlook that speaks out against contemporary hunting and fishing.
