COURSE DESCRIPTION:  3 cr. (Lec) Surveys world art from prehistory through the present day with the objective of developing a critical understanding of art forms in their historical and cultural context.

OBJECTIVE:  Students will understand the basic chronology and philosophies of the Western European art historical tradition, as well as gain insight into the visual cultures of East Asia, South Asia, Africa, the Pacific Islands, and the Americas.  They will be able to identify important concepts, monuments and artists.  They will be introduced to the fundamentals of writing about works of art and architecture. They will also be able to analyze the factors leading to the development of art historical traditions with an eye to the roles of gender and ethnicity.

METHOD OF PRESENTATION:  The course content is presented through lectures, discussions, films, videos, CD-Roms, laser discs, and field trips.

OUTCOMES:  This course involves the use and development of Critical Thinking Skills, Problem Solving Skills, Imaginative Thinking Skills, Normative Thinking Skills, and Reflexive Awareness under the Thinking Skills Category.  Under the Communications Skills Category, the Expressive and Receptive Skills of Listening, Speaking, Writing, Reading, and Observing will dominate.  Under the Knowledge/Content Category, Historical and Multicultural Awareness will dominate.  Under the Arts and Humanities Appreciation Category, Fine Arts Appreciation and Expression will dominate.

ASSESSMENT:  The success of these goals will be assessed through the use of various testing techniques, including essay, multiple choice, short answer, slide identification, and slide comparison exams.  Essay exams will be evaluated based upon the validity of the content and the quality of argumentation.  Students will also be asked to identify the major monuments and art objects of given art historical periods.  Students will also complete writing assignments to show their ability to integrate and analyze the content of the course.  These papers will be graded for writing proficiency as well as content.
