They will be attentive and participate in a collaborative way with others in the whole class or in small groups, willingly taking on different group roles.

· Students will attend all classes unless excused. If excused, student will be responsible for asking for and making up the information in a format determined by instructor.

· Students will use people first language and demonstrate a caring, positive attitude about students and peers.  

· Students will be able to apply understanding of special education concepts to activities and discussion.  They will demonstrate higher-level thinking.  They will come prepared with outside information applicable to the class, sharing individual experiences and personal wisdom about the topic.

· Students will participate in small group and whole class discussions.  Students will participate with relevant questions and discussion points and stays on task.  Students will be attentive, listen to other students carefully and try to monitor their own participation.
