Program Notes

Gran Vals - known as “the father of classical guitar” Spanish guitarist and composer Francisco Tàrrega, wrote his Gran Vals (grand waltz) in 1902. The piece gained international popularity when the telephone company, Nokia, used a phrase from it as their ringtone. As a result, the piece is arguably one of the most played tunes in the world. 

Cinq Préludes - Brazilian composer Heitor Villa-Lobos, is widely considered to be one of the most important South American composers of all time. Loved by many classical guitarists, his works are standards in many guitarist’s repertoire, the 5 Préludes being a prime example. Each prélude was written and dedicated to the various influences in Villa-Lobos’ life.

Cuban Landscape with Rain - Cuban progressive composer, conductor and guitarist, Leo Brouwer developed his compositional skills studying at the Julliard School of Music as well as the Hartt School of Music. Cuban Landscape with Rain is part of a collection of pieces that are meant to give the listener the feeling of traveling through the country of Cuba. In Cuban Landscape with Rain, the piece emulates the sound of rain, which begins slowly and builds into a tropical monsoon.

Imagine - Chet Atkins, also known as Mr. Guitar, is considered by many to be one of the greatest popular guitarists of the twentieth century. This piece is a contemporary arrangement of John Lennon’s classic song, which Chet arranged for himself and long-time friend, Mark Knopfler, guitarist for the British band, Dire Straits.

Program Notes Continued…

Going to California - written by vocalist, Robert Plant, and guitarist, Jimmy Page, members of the rock band Led Zeppelin, this piece was written for their album Led Zeppelin IV. This piece has a wistful folk-like sound which is a great contrast from the classic hard rock sound of the band. This arrangement was done by Patrick LaFountain and Kelly Deiling to be performed as a duet, while maintaining the feel of the original recording.

Sunburst - Andrew York is one of today’s best loved performers and composers of classical guitar; from his solo works, his stint as a member of the Los Angeles Guitar Quartet, and collaborations with other musical groups. The piece, Sunburst, is arguably his most popular work for the classical guitar, having been performed by guitar luminaries, John Williams and Christopher Parkening, just to name a few.
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
