Arts Thematic Resource Unit (PK – Grade 8)



    
      (EDCI 553 - Spring 2006)

INTRODUCTION: A unit, you will recall, is a series of related items, events, and ideas around a selected topic.  There are two types of educational units: 1. a RESOURCE UNIT of collected items organized for an unspecified group of students and for use in the unspecified future, and 2. an INSTRUCTIONAL UNIT wherein items are pulled from the Resource Unit for use with a particular student group for a specified use of time. An Instructional Unit may extend over a few weeks or longer than a month. The length and depth of this unit depends on many factors: student interest, age and needs, budget, time with students, planning and preparation time, community interests, and other factors.  

This assignment is for a Resource Unit.  Most pre-service (that’s you, the EDCI 553 student) and neophyte teachers will select an arts resource unit theme based on educated guesses and practical factors. Select your Arts Resource Unit theme with care! Ask for instructor assistance whenever needed.

There are many possibilities for an Arts Resource Unit theme/focus/topic or title. The theme must be applicable across the arts and information on at least one artist within each of the three disciplines must be included. 

Theme possibilities include, but are not limited to:

animals (including birds, fish, etc.?), family life styles, fantasy/imagination, seasons, 

a countries arts (a country studied in schools), 

MUSIC: 

HISTORICAL STYLE/PERIOD--Middle Ages, Renaissance, Baroque, Classical, Romantic, 20th Century-Impressionism, Expressionism +

COMPOSERS--Vivaldi, Bach, Handel, Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven, Chopin, Brahms, Gershwin, Copland +

INSTRUMENTS or GROUPS—flute, drum, piano, percussion, electronic + or solo, duo, quintet, symphony, band, orchestra +

THEATRE/DRAMA:

HISTORICAL STYLE/PERIOD—

ACTORS—

DRAMA DIRECTORS/PRODUCERS

Plays/SCRIPTS

Musicals/Reader’s Theatre/Choral Reading --

VISUAL ART: 

HISTORICAL STYLE/PERIOD—Egyptian art, Chinese art, Renaissance, Baroque art, Impressionism, Expressionism, Realism, Non-objective art +

ARTISTS—Georgia O’Keeffe, Franz Marc, Norman Rockwell, Faith Ringgold, Pablo Picasso, Helen Frankenthaler +

ART CONCEPTS—Formal Language of Art (elements & principles), art subject matter (still life, genre, portrait, landscape, seascape), folk art, abstract art +

MEDIA—drawing, fibers, bookmaking, collage, sculpture, printmaking, painting +

In essence, this ARTS RESOURCE UNIT is an organized collection of various types of resources appropriate to your selected arts theme.  It contains items applicable for pre-kindergarten through grade eight.  This means simple to complex unit components are necessary.  Keep in mind that often older students will need to begin at a simple/basic level because of lack of experience with the tools or ideas, and later they can then build upon basic concepts and skills to higher levels of work and thinking.

REQUIREMENTS & GUIDELINES FOR SUCCESS



1. Select theme with care.  Discuss with instructor(s) if you are unsure.

2. Collect items.  All items must belong to you. Make photocopies of original items when appropriate. Credit is given for lists of items as long as the original source is cited.  Lists and photocopies can, in this unit, count as the real item.  Each item counts in one category only: no double counting any item.

3. Organize & label categories following the Inventory List.
4. Check off categories on the Inventory List provided.  

Briefly write out on the Inventory List provided space ‘How the Item Will be Used.’  

Briefly write out the approximate ‘Grade Range’ such as “Primary Level, Intermediate Level” on Inventory List for each category…undoubtedly these will be “guesstimates.” 

5. Select a sturdy and appropriate container.  Embellish and label the container to visually illustrate the topic (separate points given for this, over and above unit points: see below).

 The # of Arts Resource Unit categories includes 6 required categories  (** & underlined)

categories & filled out columns on Inventory Sheet   =  36 points  (“B” grade range)

An excellent titled and embellished container merits FOUR (4) extra points added to semester grade.

A poorly executed title or embellishment merits TWO (2) points subtracted from semester grade.

No title or embellishment on container merits FOUR (4) points subtracted from semester grade.
