EDCI 553 MICROTEACHING LESSON
Spring 2006
1. You will be teaching a 20 minute lesson to the class.  It is 20 minutes before lunch and you need to be in the cafeteria ON TIME (part of this lesson is a role play on a real life situation so time management is one of the objectives of this lesson)
2. Your lesson must involve music, art, and/or drama (your choice; at least two of the three).  If you feel comfortable teaching in front of a class, try teaching a lesson in the content area in which you are least acquainted.  If you are still apprehensive in front of a class, choose the subject in which you feel most confident.  
3. Use the Educational Theory and Practice required lesson plan format (Barfield’s electronic syllabus). Place a copy of your lesson plan on the Class Share Folder in the Microteaching Lesson file and bring a copy for each student of your lesson.
4. One of the students will be digital videotaping your lesson; the instructor will transfer your video from the camera to the Class Share Folder for you to peruse .

5. Within a week of your lesson, view your teaching on the Class Share Folder and write a self reflection that includes at least 3-4 teaching strategies that were successful and 3-4 components you would modify or change to improve the lesson were you to teach it again.  Hand your evaluation form and this self-reflection to your instructor.
