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Q12 Strategies to Reduce Test Taking Errors  Check off any solutions you will use for the next exam
Only change the answer if you can prove to yourself that the changed answer is correct 
Set a time limit for each problem before moving to the next problem 
Set checkpoints for yourself - halfway point by X minutes, review tagged questions by X time, etc. 
Take a deep breath at the beginning of the exam or when feeling anxious 
Do a brain dump of memorized information on the scrap paper 



Q13 Strategies to Reduce Misread Errors  Check off any solutions you will use for the next exam
Thoroughly read all the directions 
Highlight key words in the directions or questions, etc. 



Q14 Strategies to Reduce Careless Errors  Check off any solutions you will use for the next exam
Read instructions / questions / case, etc. more than once 
Review the question to be sure you know what the question is asking for and double-check answer 



Q15 Strategies to Reduce Preparation Errors  Check off any solutions you will use for the next exam
Spend more time preparing for the exam 
Utilize more course materials / notes in study sessions 
Visit instructor office hours to review or ask questions 
Study with a peer

Review course materials / notes to identify knowledge gaps / misconceptions 
Practice explaining concepts / information to peers 
Utilize flashcards / study guides/ practice exams to solidify course content and concepts
